ITA101-Elementary Italian 1

This is the first course in a four-semester sequence. 

ITA102-Elementary Italian 2 

Pre-requisite: ITA101 or equivalent. 

ITA201-Intermediate Italian 1

Pre-requisite:  ITA102 or equivalent. 

ITA202-Intermediate Italian 2

Pre-requisite: ITA201 or equivalent. 

These courses satisfy the University & College language requirements.

ITA201 and ITA202 are mandatory for the Minor in Italian Studies.

ITA263-Studies in Italian Culture: (subtitle required)
Conducted in English. No pre-requisites. Fulfills 3 credits for USP Humanities and UKCore - Inquiry in Humanities. May be repeated once with different subtitle. 
Topics offered: “Italian Women’s Autobiography in the 20th century”, “Women in the Italian Cinema”, “Italy and the Culture of Food”, “Dante’s Inferno”, “Sex, Lies and Disguise: The Italian Novella”.  
ITA300-Italian Conversation and Writing

Pre-requisite: ITA202 or equivalent. Offered only in Fall. 
ITA301- Italy from Fascism to the Present

Pre-requisite: ITA300 or consent of instructor. Conducted in Italian. Offered only in Spring. 
ITA335-Topics in Italian Cinema: (subtitle required)
Conducted in English. No pre-requisites. Fulfills 3 credits for UKCore – Global Dynamics. May be repeated once with different subtitle. 
ITA395-Independent Studies in Italian. Pre-requisite: 3.0 standing in the dept. & consent of instructor.

These courses can be used as electives for the Minor in Italian Studies.
