ITA263-Studies in Italian Culture: Italians at the Oscars

-001 12:00-12:50 MWF BENASSI
This course is a survey on the long love story between Italian cinema and the Academy Awards. Great Masters like De Sica, Rossellini and Fellini came to be known to the American audience through the Awards, ending up having a strong influence on many American directors, either in Hollywood productions or in the independent circuit. Our class discussions and movie screenings will be supported and completed by readings that will help us better understand the different stages in the history of Italian cinema, and its political and socio-historical context. Conducted in English. Fulfills 3 credits for Humanities and UKCore-Inquiry in the Humanities. No prereq.  

ITA301-Italy from Fascism to the Present 
-001 11:00-11:50 MWF BENASSI
This course is designed to give students a comprehensive overview of contemporary Italy. Through class discussions, group activities, oral presentations and written assignments based on literary excerpts, movies, and cultural readings, students will analyze and reflect on the main historical events and people, along with cultural and economic trends that shaped Italy in the 20th century, starting with the period of Fascism and WWII. 
Conducted in Italian. Prereq. ITA300 or consent of instructor (minimum req. ITA202 or equivalent).
